The following 5 
items will be action items over the next year:  
 
1. We all agreed that it is important to support Fr. Neil in finding suitable opportunities for continuing 
education and to help him stay motivated and up to date in his ministry. 

2. We are planning to review Holy Trinityôs worship and events calendar to consider offering additional 
worship opportunities, special music, and events. In the past, these have been well attended and       
enjoyed by all as community builders.
